Collaborate with local schools to assist in the 
identification of homeless families 

State Coordinators must collaborate and 
coordinate with housing agencies, shelters, 

andRHYto minimize educational disruption

Inform homelessfamilies of their eligibility 
for MV education services

Refer homeless families of local resources 
and support services

Consider educational needs of children 
when placing families in shelter

In determining school selection, schools 
should consider the likely location where 

family/youth may findhousing

Establish policies/practices consistent with, 
and thatdo not restrict the exercise of rights 
provided by, the education subtitle of the 
MV Act & other laws related to educational 
& related services to homeless indiv/family

Districts must provide comparable Title I 
services (academic & other support) to 

homelessstudents enrolled in non-Title I 
schools by reserving funds for this purpose

Designate a staff person to ensure that 
children are enrolled in school and 
connected to the appropriate services within

Publicschool districts must designate a staff 
to serve as the MV Local Homeless 

Education Liaison to identify and serve 
homeless children/youth/families
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Homeless Students Educational Rights

» Receive a free, appropriate public education (FAPE)

» Enroll in school IMMEDIATELY, even w/o documents

» Attend and participate in school while documents gathered

» Enroll in:
ιSchool of residence (local attendance area)

ιSchool of origin (school last attended/attended when last permanently housed)
